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Ever since Fr. Austin Ford ý rst set 
foot at 1017 Hank Aaron Drive, 
Emmaus House has welcomed 
interns from across the nation and 
abroad into our homes to live, 
work and learn. Spending from a 

few weeks to several years, many have maintained 
deep ties with our mission by serving on the 
advisory board, advocating for our neighbors, and/or 
contributing generously to programs.

In the last several years, many renowned 
organizations have begun to support year-long service 
learning placements for young adults. The Lilly 
Endowment, The Fund for Theological Education, 
and Trinity Grants (of Trinity Parish, Wall Street) 
have been key in promoting experiences which help 
to form young adults wanting to serve marginalized 
communities. The goals are to develop a deeper 
knowledge of social justice issues, a greater sense of 
internsô own abilities and gifts to help create social 
change, and a broader experience of the life of faith 
as a catalyst and strength in this work.

It is with great delight that we announce that Emmaus 
House, with the Episcopal Diocese of Atlanta, was 
awarded by unanimous vote a grant from Trinity 

Grants to inaugurate a program in September 2012.  
We have also been accepted into the Episcopal 
Service Corps, a consortium of some 21 programs 
across the church which provides guidelines, counsel, 
advice and collegiality.

We will be the ý rst program in Georgia and our goal 
is to develop a formation program which deepens 
spirituality and community life in solidarity with our 
neighbors.  Our interns will  reþ ect the diversity of 
our culture and we will choose site placements (non-
proý ts and parishes) committed to social justice and 
vocational discernment. 

As a start-up program, we are seeking funds to match 
the $15,000 grant from Trinity Parish to support 
the  hiring of a part-time director this fall.  If youôre 
interested in more information or would like to 
support this venture, please contact me at Emmaus 
House.
